Perform routine inspections on all fasteners and components to ensure that they are secure and in
good condition.Gill Athletics recommends routine inspections on a monthly basis, as well as before and
after each use.

All stabilizer jacks must be in firm contact with solid ground whenever equipment is stationary.

Maintain at least one wheel in contact with the ground at all times. Stabilizer jacks are to be used for
stabilization and leveling. DO NOT use stabilizer jacks to acheive additional height.

Tower may be wider than tow vehicle. When moving tower, pass people and objects carefully.
Disconnect and store tow hitch when tower is not being moved.

Moving heavy field equipment can be dangerous if not done properly. AllGill Athletics towers must be
moved by qualified personnel who are experienced in moving large, heavy field equipment.

Never allow any person to ride on any part of the tower when moving.
A minimum of four qualified, experienced people are required to move the tower across short
distances. Use extreme caution when pushing the tower. Avoid excessive force, as it can overturn the

tower. Always push at lowest point on tower frame.

The tower can be moved with tow hitch using towing vehicle with a minimum towing capacity of
2000 lbs. Make sure adequate towing hardware is properly used, attached and secured.

Secure stabilizer jacks in horizontal position or remove completely before towing unit.
Maximum recommended safe towing speed:

6 MPH on field or uneven surfaces

10 MPH on hard, smooth surfaces

Never tow or push across an incline of greater than 10 degree slope.

Never tow or push up or down an incline of greater than 15 degree slope.

Never tow on public roadways.

Failure to properly follow all of safety instruction above can result in damage or injury.
